Effect 1: Time Stoppage.

Key out the frame in which man is falling in midair. Composite with footage showing protagonist. 

 

Effect 2: Hit by Car. 

Live footage of car and protagonist taken separately. Apply keying to extract protagonist and 

composite with the car footage. Use Track motion to track car movement to create effect of 

protagonist hit by the car.
